Father Desiderius Vandenwaghe
St. Joseph’s, Darwen is rightly proud of its history.  A 
key figure in establishing the parish as we know it was 
Father Desiderius Vandenweghe.  He was asked to take 
pastoral care of Darwen in 1858 and did so extremely
well until his death in 1898.

Not only did he establish St. Joseph’s and the daughter 
church of Sacred Heart and St. Edward (1878), he also 
played an important part in the general life of the town.

A marble cross was erected over his grave.

Sadly this has been in disrepair for some time.  There has been some interest expressed in 
restoring his monument.  We have had a quote for £450, and £50 of this has already been 
donated.  To make a contribution towards the remainder, please drop loose money into the 200 
club box and we will know what it is for.
