Abortion Bill = 5" June 2007

Write to your MP without delay urging support

Ann Winterton MP, supported by Labour, Lib-Dem and Conservative MPs, will be introducing a Bill
as a first step in curbing the present abortion law. The aim is to ensure that women receive proper
counselling, warning them of the possible dangers to their physical and mental health, informing
them of alternative help available and providing them with a delay of seven days before making a
final decision. The Bill will also require doctors to state the real reason for the abortion clearly on
the notification forms.
